Purpose: 
Ohio Family and Children First (OFCF) Cabinet Council provides funds to each of the county Family 
and Children First Councils via the administrative agent. The Cabinet Council is composed of the 
Superintendent of Public Instruction and the Directors of Aging, Developmental Disabilities, Job and 
Family Services, Health, Medicaid, Mental Health and Addiction Services, Opportunities for Ohioans 
with Disabilities Agency, Rehabilitation and Corrections, and Youth Services.  The Council is a 
partnership of state and local government, as well as communities and families. Its purpose is to 
enhance community capacity, coordinate services, and engage families. 
 
The purpose of these funds is to maintain children and youth in their own homes through the 
provisions of non-clinical, community-based services with a foundation in the System of Care Model.  
The target population for these funds are those children (ages 0 through 21) with multi-systemic 
needs, who are receiving service coordination through the local Family and Children First Council.  
This is flexible funding designed to meet the unique needs of children and families identified on the 
individualized family service coordination plan (IFSCP) developed through the service coordination 
process.
